All NYCS Chaperones will be
required to complete a background
check.

The NYCS is a non-partisan event,
designed to give students a unique
opportunity to engage with politicians
and observe high-ranking appointed
officials in action around Capitol Hill.
This includes visits to institutions like
the Supreme Court, the Defense
Department, the State Department,
and various other U.S. government
agencies. Students will take guided
tours of the many significant
monuments, participate in a simulated
classes and engage in many other
leadership-building activities.
